The purpose of this circular is to provide you with information regarding the resolutions to be

proposed at the Annual General Meeting for (a) granting to the Directors a Repurchase Mandate; (b)

granting to the Directors a general mandate to allot, issue and deal with Shares of up to 20% of the

aggregate nominal amount of the share capital of the Company in issue at the date of passing of the

resolution; (c) the extension of the general mandate to issue Shares by adding to it the aggregate number

of the issued Shares repurchased under the Repurchase Mandate; and (d) re-election of Directors.

GENERAL MANDATES TO REPURCHASE SHARES AND TO ISSUE NEW SHARES

General mandate to repurchase shares

At the Annual General Meeting, an ordinary resolution will be proposed that the Directors be

given the Repurchase Mandate. Under the Repurchase Mandate, the maximum number of Shares that the

Company may repurchase shall not exceed 10% of the issued and fully paid up share capital of the

Company as at the date of passing of the resolution. The Company’s authority is restricted to repurchase

Shares of the Company on the market in accordance with the Listing Rules. The mandate allows the

Company to make repurchases only during the period ending on the earliest of the date of the next annual

general meeting of the Company, the date by which the next annual general meeting of the Company is

required to be held by the Articles or any applicable laws of the Cayman Islands or the date upon which

such authority is revoked or varied by an ordinary resolution of the Shareholders at a general meeting of

the Company.

In accordance with the Listing Rules, an explanatory statement is set out in Appendix I of this

circular to provide you with requisite information reasonably necessary to enable you to make an informed

decision on whether to vote for or against the proposed ordinary resolution for the grant of the Repurchase

Mandate at the Annual General Meeting.

General mandate to issue new shares

At the Annual General Meeting, a resolution will also be proposed that the Directors be given the

General Mandate in order to ensure flexibility and discretion to the Directors to issue new shares. In

addition, a resolution will also be proposed to extend the General Mandate by adding to it the number of

such shares repurchased under the Repurchase Mandate.

RE-ELECTION OF DIRECTORS

Pursuant to Article 116 of the Company’s Articles of Association, at each annual general meeting

of the Company, one-third of the Directors (other than the managing director or joint managing director)

for the time being, or, if their number is not three or a multiple of three, then the number nearest to, but

not exceeding, one-third, shall retire from office by rotation. The Directors to retire in every year shall be

those who have been longest in office since their last election but as between persons who became

Directors on the same day those to retire shall (unless they otherwise agree between themselves) be

determined by lot.

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Pursuant to Article 116 of the Company’s Articles of Association, Messrs. He Xuechu, Wong Hing

Kwok and Lee Cheuk Yin, Dannis shall retire by rotation and be eligible for re-election at the Annual

General Meeting. In addition, Mr. Song Lin being Director appointed after the Company’s last annual

general meeting held on 18 May 2004, will hold office only until the Annual General Meeting pursuant to

Article 99 of the Company’s Articles of Association. All of them are eligible and were offered for re-

election at the Annual General Meeting.

A brief biographical details of the retiring Directors are set out in Appendix II to this circular.

ANNUAL GENERAL MEETING

A notice convening the Annual General Meeting is set out on pages 11 to 14 of this circular.

A form of proxy for use by the Shareholders at the Annual General Meeting is also enclosed.

Whether or not you intend to attend and vote at the Annual General Meeting in person, you are requested

one-tenth of the total voting rights of all the Shareholders having the right to vote at the

meeting; or

(c) any Shareholder or Shareholders present in person (or in the case of a corporation, by its

duly authorised representative) or by proxy and holding shares conferring a right to attend

and vote at the meeting on which there have been paid up sums in the aggregate equal to not

less than one-tenth of the total sum paid up on all shares conferring that right.

RECOMMENDATION

LISTING RULES

The Listing Rules permit companies whose primary listings are on the Stock Exchange to repurchase

their own shares on the Stock Exchange subject to certain restrictions, the most important of which are

summarised below:

(a) Shareholders’ approval

All proposed repurchases of shares on the Stock Exchange by a company with its primary

listing on the Stock Exchange must be approved in advance by an ordinary resolution, either by

way of a general mandate or by specific approval.

(b) Source of funds

Repurchases of shares must be funded entirely from the company’s available cashflow or

working capital facilities and will be made out of funds legally available for such purpose in

accordance with the company’s Memorandum and Articles of Association and the laws of the

Cayman Islands.

REASONS FOR SHARES REPURCHASE

time during the proposed repurchase period. The Directors do not propose to exercise the Repurchase

Mandate to such an extent as would, in the circumstances, have a material adverse impact on the working

capital or gearing level of the Company which in the opinion of the Directors is from time to time

appropriate for the Company.
